George’s series
The Strangeness of Dub (Morley Radio) dives into reggae, dub, versions and versioning, drawing on critical
theory, social history, and a deep and wide cross-genre musical selection. George is a Research Fellow in the
Department of Visual Cultures, Goldsmiths.
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
